Lloyd’s List and State Maritime Academy of admiral Makarov have achieved an agreement considering joint organization of the academy’s Ice Navigation simulator presentation.

Presentation of Ice Navigation Simulator is taking place on 27 April at 10.00 at the AMSMA MTC in the framework of the second International Conference “Arctic Shipping”. The conference will be held 25-26 April, 2006 at Corinthia Nevskij Palace Hotel in St.-Petersburg  and will be attended by more than 200 specialists of the leading shipping companies, shipyards, classification societies and  insurance companies.
Among the problems covered at the Conference will be the aspects of large tonnage tankers crew preparation for the export of Russian carbonates from Baltic freezing ports and the Russian North Sea Route offshore complexes.

At the moment AMSMA MTC has already prepared more than 140 deck officers for a plenty of companies like St.-Petersburg branch of  “Rosmorport”, Unicom, Interorient, Western Petroleum, Tsakos Shipping, Thenamaris Shipping, Capital Shipping, Global Shipping and etc. via Ice Navigation  Simulator modeling the ports of Primorsk and Vysotsk (offshore terminals of Transneft and Lukoil respectively).
Ice Navigation Simulator training of deck officers,  working out the aspects of tanker management and maneuvering in different ice conditions is intended to lower the risk of possible tanker emergencies in the Eastern part of the Gulf of Finland in winter period.
