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RESOLUTION OF THE THIRD INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON securitY OF SEA AND RIVER TRANSPORT
Issues of Security of Sea and River Transport: Results, Experience, Problems and Future Trends
THE CONFERENCE, held on October 31 - November 01, 2006 in St. Petersburg,
CONFIRMING preparedness of members of sea and river shipping activity to ensure security of ports, ships and navigable hydro technical structures,
RECOGNIZING importance of implementation of chapter XI-2 of the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS), 1974,  and the International Code for the Ship and Port Facility Security (ISPS Code), intended to enhance  maritime security as a whole,
CONFIRMING adherence to the principal aims of ISPS Code, which include: prevention of terrorist acts at the sea transport, combating piracy and pillage at sea, reducing the supply of illicit drug and illegal passenger and cargo transportation,
APPROVING Russian Governmental activity in implementation of the Basis of State Policy on safety of the population of Russia and security of crucial and potential accident facilities against man-caused and natural threats and terrorist acts, intended to enhance security of sea and river transport,
CONSIDERING relevant conference on results of shipping and port industry activity in the framework of new international standards of security,
NOTING that conducting of similar conferences and seminars is admitted to be substantial component of international and national requirements implementation concept, ensuring security of sea and river transport,

Concluded:

1. Maritime authorities and economy members of water transport complex of the Russian Federation have carried out a significant work on ISPS Code requirements implementation, training of ships’ personnel and officials, responsible for security of sea transport.  
2. Experience of operation in new conditions has been accumulated, admitted to be positive as a whole. Quality of work of Russian specialists, responsible for introduction and implementation of the latest standards of maritime security is recognized and highly evaluated all over the world.
3. Perfected system of expert vulnerability evaluation and development of ships’ and port facilities’ Security Plans is established and operating successfully. The process of adoption of security plans and certification of ships and port facilities for compliance with ISPS Code requirements is well adjusted. 
4. The process of certification of ships and port facilities is completed. Shipping and stevedore companies are making sufficient efforts to reach strict compliance with security plans, adopted by designated maritime authorities. Work on organization and conducting of vessels’ intermediate verification is carried out.     
5. Operating system of training and certification of specialists in maritime security and organizations providing security for facilities of maritime industry is established.
6. Practical work on improvement of security of inland water transport has been commenced. 
7. Close contact with the IMO, other international and national organizations, engaged in issues of security of sea and river transport, is constantly maintained. 
At the same time participants of the conference emphasize a number of issues to be resolved by efficient measures and requiring additional study and request the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation to: 
Concerning general regulations: 

1. Take measures to precipitate enactment of Federal Law “On Security of Transport” 
2. Prepare and coordinate together with interested Federal Authorities  administrative documents on enhancement of transport security system of sea and river transport, including navigable hydro technical installations and infrastructures (HTII). 
2.1. Prepare proposals for amendments to the Federal Law № 8-FZ “Maritime Code of the Russian Federation” of April 30, 1999 and Federal Law № 24-FZ “Code for Internal Water Transport of the Russian Federation” of March 7, 2001 concerning sea and river security regulations.
2.2.  Similarly to Regulations of Federal System of Maritime Industry Protection from Unlawful Acts against Security Of Navigation approved by the Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation # 324 of April 11, 2000, develop Regulations of Federal System of Maritime and Inland Water Industry Protection from Unlawful Acts against Security of Navigation to be forwarded for adoption to the Government of the Russian Federation.
· Concerning sea transport:
3. Develop satisfactory conditions for effective implementation of responsibilities of Contracting Government, Administration and Designated Authority. Thereto, complete adoption of appropriate amendments to the Regulations of the RF Ministry of Transport and Rosmorrechflot and adopt the Decree of the Government of Russia on Implementation of Chapter XI-2 of the SOLAS Convention and ISPS Code. 
4.  Take measures to regulate activity of the Maritime Security Coordinating Council, raise the profile of resolutions adopted by Maritime Security of Ports Committees and develop legal basis for Sea Port Administrations to enhance maritime security.  
5. Adopt regulations on procedures of verification of compliance with security requirements  for ships’ under the Russian flag. 
6. Establish appropriate security measures, intended for fixed and floating platforms and mobile offshore drilling units on location to allow interaction with ships which are required to comply with the ISPS Code.
· Concerning river transport:

7. Prepare and submit for approval to the Government of the Russian Federation drafts “On Amending Certain Decrees of the Russian Federation on Assigning the RF Ministry of Transport and Federal Authorities within the Jurisdiction Responsibilities to Ensure Security of River Transport, Including HTII” and “On Adoption of Requirements to Transport Security of HTII”.
8. Assist Rosmorrechflot in establishment of departments of Inland Water Security within the State Office of Water Communications and Shipping and FSUE Moscow Cannel.
9. Take measures to detect threats to the security of HTII, evaluate their vulnerability and systematize, develop Security Plans and  install up-to-date security equipment at HTII.

10. Establish satisfactory conditions for organization of training of specialists on HTII anti-terrorist protection. 
11. Participate in provision of appropriate financing for enhancement of anti-terrorist security of HTII.
Participants of the Conference recommend all members of transport safety and security activity to:
in ports:
1.Complete implementation of Security Plans for port facilities, including additional installation of security equipment.  
2. Keep preparedness for full-scale certification of port facilities for obtaining Act of Compliance.
on ships:

1. Ensure thorough implementation of procedures according to Security Plans for ships.
2. Precipitate the process of submitting vessels for intermediate verifications for compliance with ISPS Code.
